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> “DELIBERATION”

(What It Is and Why It Matters)

Deliberation is a form of political discourse where people:
v’ Tackle issues that are not easily solved
v’ Face up to issues where people disagree
v’ Look at difficult issues with an open mind
v’ Listen carefully to different perspectives
v Weigh the benefits and trade-offs of different courses of action
v’ Think about what matters most to them

> Deliberation is NOT:

Debate—where each side states a specific opening position and
argues against the opposing view
* Discussion—where people examine an issue, but do not confront
choices or weigh benefits and trade-offs
* Advocacy—where people enlist supporters and rally for agreed-
upon courses of action
* Making a “To Do” List—where people identify a few broadly-
acceptable ideas and organize or advocate for them
